All kites fall into three general classifications, 1. Plane surface kites;

2. Box kites, and 3. Combinations of plane surface and box kites, and curved
surfaces, such as Bird kites. .

Plane surface kites are flat, having but a single plane, although slightly
bowed Kites are considered in this class, Box kites have more than one plane
and may be triangular, Square, rectangular or polygonal in sections. .

Plane surface kites, if properly balanced, may be flown in a light breeze
with very little tajl of other balancing device. This is especially true if the kite
is of the bowed type, where the paper s put on loosely, which will fly without
a tail. The length of the tail or amount of resistance to give balance depends
on the size and kind of the kite, and the strength of the wind, The stronger
the wind, the more tail will be required. Boy and combination kites need. no
tail or balance.

Some wind is required to fly any kind of 4 kite, unless it is to be towed.
A very light kite will fly in any kind of wind, where a heavy kite will not fly in
a light wind.

tion of the bridle strings, is located on the drawings by dimensjons. The loca-
tion is for the average or normal position. For flying in a light wind, or to
make the kite fly at a greater altitude, the towing point is moved slightly up-
ward by lengthening the lower bridle strings, and for flying in a heavy wind or
at a lower altitude, the towing point is lowered slightly by shortening the low-
er bridle strings.

SIZE AND MATERIAL. Giant or miniature kites are obtained by increas-
ing or, decreasing in Proportion the dimensions indicated. White pine is the
best all around material for kite frames, with split bamboo or reed used to
obtain curved or other fancy outlines.
